Violations of the Code of Conduct may result in disciplinary action including, either temporary or permanent game elimination, as determined by the Executive Committee and Coaches.

EXPECTATIONS:
· I will be a good sport to players, coaches, officials, opponents, and parents at every game and practice, no matter win or lose.
· I will learn the value of commitment by participating in all games and practices.  If I am unable to participate in practices, games, or weigh-lifting, I will notify the coache(s) at least 2 hrs in advance for practice, 24 hrs in advance for games (through Text, GroupMe, or Phone Call).  This is common courtesy and is required in this club.
· An unexcused absence occurs when no direct contact is made by the player (or parent).  The consequences of an unexcused absence will affect punishment on the player, and teammates, and will be determined by the coache(s).
· I will encourage my teammates and praise good efforts, at all times.
· I will be honest, fair, and respectful to others, at all times.  
· Set examples of good sportsmanship on, and off the pitch.
· Welcome, and help new players feel the comradery and family environment we strive for.
· I will aim to learn all I can from my coaches, senior players, and captains.
· I will arrive at practice on time, and be ready to dedicate my attention to my coaches and the game.
· Adhere to all laws of play.
· Discrimination of any kind will NOT be tolerated
· I will show respect for all buildings and equipment used during the season
· Use the R*E*S*P*E*C*T acronym
· Respect all participants and decisions
· Encourage everyone-this is a growing sport
· Sportsmanship-no abuse tolerated
· Play for fun and enjoyment
· Educate and be knowledgeable
· Conduct yourself courteously
